GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING
AUGUST 14, 2002

Members met at the home of Louis Hans this
month with thirteen members invited to sample
Louis’ homemade brew—a great way to start off
the meeting! Joan Goodison won the door prize.

President Ray Barmore called the meeting to
order at 7 PM. Minutes of the previous meeting
were approved as printed in the Riffle. Joan read
a letter of thanks for the flowers from Pam
Trinkler who was hospitalized briefly. Joan also
read a summary of the board meeting. We
decided not to take an active part in the Salmon
Derby this year.

Volunteer Coordinator: Kathy Moore reported
“‘Nothing New.” Which really means the
volunteers do their work effortlessly, as usual,

with her excellent guidance.

Treasurer’'s Report: Gene Trinkler reports we
needed $500 from the money market this month
to meet expenses. Deposits: $797.00, Checking
account balance $279.79; Money Mkt. $9,357.76;
CD $10,837.70. The STAC grant for the freezer
came in for $550.00. Joan will order the freezer.
Gene has obtained liability insurance and
arranged for a representative to explain it at the
next board meeting. The CD is about to roll over
at 1.93% interest. Joan asked if the money
market interest is any better.

Salmon BBQ: The Lento’s are now licensed liquor
servers along with Kathy Moore. Their costs will
be reimbursed. Wine and beer will be ordered
from the Oregon Coast Trading Post. Joan has
packets of tickets for members interested in
selling them. Joan and Jim will place banners and
signs at the Cafe. Ray placed tickets with several
local merchants and the Chamber of Commerce.
Volunteers are ready to sell shirts, help bus tables,
man the beer booth, and handle crowd control.
Along with John and Aredes Brudnicki, many of
the staff at Indian Creek Cafe offered to volunteer
their time.

Web Site: Our annual fee of $350.00 is due. So
far we have had no income generated from this
despite 35-40 hits a day. Glenn Kral suggested
we use a free page on the Chamber of Commerce
web site. Ray reported we might sell advertising if
more content on fishing issues were presented
and kept current. John Weber suggested using
info on fish migration counts. So far no one has
offered to handle this project. It was decided to
continue the site until April, then re-evaluate.

Receipt Program: Barb Planck has offered to
assist Glenn Kral with collection and redemption
of grocery receipts from Ray’s and McKays.

ODF&W: John Weber is our new liaison. The
final release is now scheduled for next week, Aug.
20 and 21. Kathy will arrange volunteers. John
reported Bill Tenniswood needs a volunteer for



Friday’s seine operation. Kathy will call Bill about
coordinating the timing.

John is arranging a meeting to begin work on the
erosion control. The R&E portion of the grant has
been officially approved. Floyd Smith has been
contracted for the rock work.

Hatchery Report: Louis Hans reported the fish
are looking very healthy and ready for release.
Water flow has been okay but closely monitored.
A leak was discovered under Raceway #3 which
has to be fixed. We may have to take up planks
and the liner to find the source. The hose on the
vacuum was replaced. We had an alarm when
Scott Knox used his irrigation system; the
emergency pump went on so no problems. Louis
suggested taking irrigation water from the backup
rather than the main supply. He will have a pump
company check it out and get an estimate. Louis
asked volunteers to check the vault as white oak
seeds are plugging the smaller screen. John
Lento, Mike Okie and Louis are working on
methods to better support the bird netting and
shade cloth.

Other Business: The sign for the Glenn Miller
Trail washed away and will be replaced or fixed.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm followed
by the Raffle.

On August 20th the last group of salmon smolts
was released at the boat ramp by the mouth of
Indian Creek. Our goal of releasing 75,000
smolts was met this season (even surpassed by
about 1500 smolts).

Now is the time of year for clean-up and repair
projects to be done before the spawning salmon
return in a couple of months. The spring line
needs to be repaired, the fish ladder needs to be
cleaned out and broodstock holding pen needs to

be scraped and painted.

The 12 inch mainline will need more supports put
in by hand now that the bulldozer work is done.
We will be having a general clean-up party in
September to clear out the junk lying around the
grounds.

So don't delay........ volunteer for any of these
projects by giving Kathy Moore a call and let her
know you are available. October is the month we
will be collecting wild broodstock at Huntley Park,
so September will be a busy prep month
